Baptism of the Lord

Pastor’s Corner

ear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Today we celebrate the feast of the Baptism of the Lord.

We know that Jesus’ baptism by John the Baptist at the river Jordan was not like
any other baptism. Those who came to John to be baptism recognized their sinfulness and
heeded the call by John to change the direction of their sinful life so that they could make
straight the way of the Lord. Jesus did not have any sins, so his baptism was not a change of
director or a forgiveness of sin(s). The baptism of Jesus at the Jordan was two-fold — it was
His way to fully unite Himself to the human condition He came to redeem and it was His
inaugural start to His Public ministry. With His baptism, Jesus made holy the waters that
poured over His Head. With His baptism, Jesus began to increase and John the Baptist
began to decrease.

This feast day also asks us to reflect on our own baptism. Do we understand and appreciate
what happened at our baptism? Do we see our baptism as the most important event of our
life — yes, the most important event that ever happened to us or will happen to us. In our
baptism we became grafted to the “divine vine” which is Christ.

So here is a question: do you know your baptismal date? If you don’t then | encourage you
to find it out. And when you know the date, try to celebrate that date with great joy. | have
personally started the tradition a few years ago to allow our Fy

parish staff to take a “paid day off” for their baptismal day.
And why would | do this? Because if | don’t put my (our)
money where my mouth is, then do | really believe that
baptism is the most important day of our life?

So in conclusion, do you know your baptismal date?
