Pastor’s Corner

ear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
Allow me to continue my thoughts from last week’s pastor’s corner where |

presented a futuristic scenario where Slavery was the accepted Law of the Land.
As you recall from my scenario, the four candidates who were seeking your vote, were in
some degree in favour of Slavery to exist as the Law of the Land.
When we are confronted with the reality that all the candidates in our riding are against
what we hold most sacred and dear, such as Abortion, Euthanasia and Same Sex
Marriage, we seek the Wisdom of Solomon to provide us with some direction as to how
we are to vote.
As voters there are ways that people choose to make their voices heard in an election:
1. A person can enter the voting booth and hopefully after much reflection and discern-
ment mark his/her “X” after the name of the candidate one chooses to represent their
voice in parliament.
2. A person can enter the voting booth and after discerning that no candidate in his/her
riding is worthy of their vote, they can return their ballots back unmarked. This is cur-
rently the only means for voters in a Federal Election to make a protest heard — this type
of vote is lumped together with other ballots that are spoiled due to other circumstances
(i.e. ballots that are marked incorrectly, defaced or destroyed).
e In Ontario a voter has the right to Decline a ballot when entering the voting
location and the declined vote is registered as such.
¢ ‘Declining a ballot is different than spoiling a ballot, although the
intentions may be the same.’
3. On Election Day, a person can decide to stay home and not vote.
The first two options seem to me to be legitimate ways of engaging in the electoral
process (although at this time a person’s declined ballot is not registered as such). But |
think most of us would agree that the last response to stay home should not be the
answer. We should remember that when we are inquiring about the candidates in our
riding and their stance on the issues, often there are candidates seeking our votes
beyond the traditional parties we have come to know. All candidates should deserve our
attention and scrutiny.
In my futuristic scenario | know that it would be very difficult for me to vote for a
candidate who was in some way (fully or partially) favorable to a Law of Slavery. Unless |
was given the assurance that a candidate would try his/her best to reduce and ultimately
seek the end of the Slavery, | would be hard pressed to give my vote to that candidate. If
my dilemma was difficult in the case of a law of Slavery, then how much more would my
dilemma be with the real life issue of Abortion, Euthanasia and Same Sex Marriage.
| have shared with you my personal views above, not to sway you to vote one way or
another, but to remind you that | too will need to discern wisely and seek the council of
Jesus Christ and the Church He founded in its teachings. We should not be afraid to en-
gage ourselves in the political arena — it is only in doing so that we can hope to bring
about here on Earth the will of God. Let us not forget that when we pray the ‘Our Father’
we say the words “... thy kingdom come thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven...”
Next week | will conclude my reflections on the honour and responsibly as voters to
make Canada a country where God’s Will and Kingdom may be realized.
