§ The Apostles Saint Jude Thaddeus
and Saint Bartholomew are
believed to have traveled to
Armenia to share the Gospel. In
301 A.D., the Armenian king was
4 converted who, in turn, made
~ Christianity the kingdom’s official
religion, making Armenia the first nation to do so. In
the centuries that followed, churches and monasteries
were built, the faith was taught, liturgies were
celebrated, and an extensive Christian culture
emerged.

In the year 451 A.D., the Armenian Church separated
from the Church of Rome over disagreements on
doctrine from the Council of Chalcedon. Though the
Armenian Church remained an apostolic Church,
being founded by the Apostles, it became separated
from the pope. Its Sacraments and life of prayer
continued, but the division also continued. In recent
decades, greater attempts at unification have been
made, and the saint we honor today is the most recent
attempt by the Roman Church to more fully unite
with the Eastern Church of Armenia.
