| The earliest written references to
8 the Assumption of the Blessed

third and fourth centuries. In
the seventh century, Saint John Damascene wrote
beautifully about the Assumption of the Blessed
Virgin Mary in three sermons.
Today, just outside of the ancient city of Jerusalem,
next to the Garden of Gethsemane, pilgrims can find
an ancient church, believed to have been the original
burial site of the Blessed Virgin Mary, from which
she rose and was assumed into Heaven. Like Christ
her Son, her tomb is empty.

Dearest Mother, assumed into Heaven, you are the
Immaculate Conception, the Ever-Virgin Mary, the Mother
of God. As we honor your glorious Assumption into
Heaven, please pray for me and for all your children. In
Heaven, you are honored by your Son and your prayers
are most effective. I believe this with all my heart and
entrust myself, my family, our Church, and the entire
world to your motherly care and intercession. Mary,
assumed into Heaven, pray for me. Jesus, I trust in You.
