. Saint Matthew was most likely
L born as Levi, the son of

| Alphaeus. Though nothing is
P known about his childhood,

Levi became a tax collector for
the Roman authorities. The
¥ name “Levi” implies that he was
from the Tribe of Levi, the tribe
responsible for Jewish liturgical
worship. Though scholars cannot arrive at a definitive
conclusion about the details of his life, it is almost
universally accepted that the Levi mentioned in Mark
2:14 and Luke 5:27 is the same person mentioned
in Matthew 9:9 by the name Matthew. Levi might
have been his original name, and Matthew may have
been the name given to him by Jesus upon
his conversion. The name Matthew means
“Gift of Yahweh.”
Levi’s call to follow Jesus was short but profound. He
was a man clearly weighed down by his decision to
betray his Levitical heritage by working for the
Roman authorities to collect taxes for them.
